Soft pastels are some of the most painterly drawing materials available: immediate, flexible, a sort of “in-between” medium
perfectly poised between drawing and painting. For centuries, artists have used this colored dust for everything from quick
plein air sketches to fully realized studio paintings. There’s nothing quite like holding pigment in your hand, without the
intermediary of a brush between you and your surface. Curious about incorporating this into your practice? Come draw
with us.
